years. I t  is the only means of gett ing
a broad base of oPinion for our
Neighborhood Conservation PIan, rather
than just the views of the active BscL
members.

We need to get a coPY of the survey
into the hands of every household in
Barcroft al l  L244 of them. That
means we must have volunteers to be
Block Captains, to take the surveys
around., lnd to pick them up when fil led
out. We need a very high return rate
(more than 50t) in order to have our
Neighborhood Conservation Plan taken
seriously bY the CountY when it is
completed. I t  wi l l  not be easy to
achieve such a high return rate, and
the Block Captains will be the key to
making the survey a success -

a one-time job which will take a few
hours of your weekend to distribute the
surveys and a few hours of a weekend
two weeks later to Pick them uP. You
do not have to have anY special
qualifications, except determination to
get the forms to your neighbors and get
a very high Percentage of them back
fi l led out. We need PeoPIe from al l
over the neighborhood, includ.ing each
aPartment building. ( In the large
buildings we need one for each f loor. )

TdHAT IS A IIGT.ESgW AIIWAY ?

How many times have you passed over
Glebe Road. Even wonder where that
funny name comes from?

In colonial t imes in the Anglican
church a glebe was a farm which the
parish provided to their minister as a
part of his salary. He either farmed
the glebe himsel f  or ,  more l ike ly,
rented i t  to a tenant farmer. He
shared in the Lord's bounty along with
his parishioners r or suf f  ered the selme
as they did i f  the crops fai led"

The glebe for which our road is named
is the g lebe of  Fair fax Par ish,  which
once include Christ Church in
Alexandria and the Falls Church for
which the town of Falls Church is
named. A farm house was built. there in
L775.  Unknown to many Ar l ingtonians,  a
G1ebe House is st i l l  standing on the
foundations of the original one, and
you can see i t  at 4727 Seventeenth
Street  North,  just  of f  of - -are you
ready?--Glebe Road. The modest
original house has been expanded by the
addition of a large octagonal wing in
the mid-1800's which now dominates the
architectur€, and is topped by a
magnif icent teak eagle presented to
Caleb Cushing ( one of the G1ebe's
former owners ) by the people of Spain
in appreciation of his good works
during his t ime as U.S. Ambassador
there.

The Glebe is nohr owned by the American
Geneological Society. I t  is being
surrounded by townhouses, but is stil l
one of the most interesting, and least
known, land,marks in Arlington. You can
get there easily by bicycle or car from
Barcrof t - - i ts  just  beyond I -65 and a
left turn from G1ebe Road.

This j-s the time of year for the gypsy
moth caterpi l lars to come out al l  over
North Arl ington. Some of these l i t t1e
caterpi l lars wi l l  sp in a web and f loat
on i t  r ight  in to Barcrof t .  Once here,
they wil l  begin to eat our trees, uP
top where you canr t  see them.

Since Barcroft wi l l  be a l ightlY
infested area in L987 I,{e can achieve
good results using burlap gypsy moth
caterpi l lar traps. These are bands of
cloth tied around the tree. They make
shady places for the caterpi l lars to
rest during the day between their night
feedings, and you zap the l i t t le pests
while they are hiding there. This
seems much nicer than spraying your
tree and your neighbors with pesticide.

Come to the BSCL meeting on MaY 7 and
pick up a free gypsy moth trap courtesy
of the Arlington County taxpayers.

Boulevard was once known as Lee
Boulevard but the nElme was changed due
to confusion with Lee HighwaY when
Arlingtonrs streets $tere renamed in the
m i d  1 - 9 3 0 ' s

Ruth, now retired from the Federal
Government, once worked down near the
Courthouse. To get there, she took a
bus from her house here in Barcroft
d,own Columbia Pike to near where Wa1ter
Reed Dr. intersects today- Back then'
Walter Reed Dr. was a trol ley track.
She then took the trolley to Courthouse
Hil l  and walked up the hi l l .  The tr ip
cost about 10 cents each way.

8i11, ret ired from PEPCO, has been an
active volunteer fireman at Fire
Stat ion *1 for  57 Years.  He is
presently serving as vice-President of
ttre Board of Directors. Back when the
Clarks were first dating' Ruth spent
many an evening waiting in the car as
Bill $tas called suddenry to figrht a
f ire. Bi l l  also was a volunteer
ambulance driver.

Ruth says that it hasn't always been
easy bej-ng married for such long time.
She says that a good marriage requires
a lot of give and take and that You
have to work at it. She offers the
sound advice that couples should never
go to bed at night angry with each
other.

The Clarks will be enjoying their
extra-special anniversary in an
extra-special $tay. Their son Bill and
daughter-in-Iaw Susan are hosting a
celebration aboard the Potomac I s newest
cruise ship "The Spir i t .  r f  Bi l l  and
Susan live in Vienna and have one son'
