The questionnaire j.s very important for
establishing a base for the
Neighborhood Conservation Plan. The

perceritage of response directly affects
the weight the County Board will give
to anything in the PIan, including our
views on the condition of our sidewalks
and roads, nois€, traff ic,  new
townhouse development, eyesores, law
enforcement, streetl ights, bus service
and a raft of other things.

Our goal is to achieve the highest
possible response rate, including all
L244 of Barcroft 's addresses. That
includes you, whether You live in an
apartment, townhouse, or single-family
house. It includes rentefs r owners t
businesspeople and everybody else in
the neighborhood. Even if you rent and
expect to move, the next tenant will be
better off because of your answers to
the questions in the questionnaire.
The active members who are working hard
on preparation of this PIan are
depending on you to do Your Part.
Check those boxes !

If you ever hope to promote your views
on what our neighborhood should be,
this is the time.

Tucked away in the Arlington Forest
shopping center r ight across Arl ington
Boulevard is a new gem of a loca1
restaurant  cal led Forest  Ptzza.

Forest  PLzza is  a p leasant ,  a i ry  p lace
with a decor which features natural
I ight wood furniture and green plants.
The effect is very nice, and the
restaurant  is  spot lessly c lean.

Although the name does not tel l  al l ,
the Forest  PLzza menu features a fu l l
range of  choic€s,  f rom simple
sandwiches to ful l  course d, inners
including Ital ian and Midd1e Eastern
specia l t ies.  There is  something for
every taste, whether you chose a sub,
veal parmigiana, pasta or some other
spec ia l ty .

Even among these many dishes, it is the
pLzza which reigns supreme. Forest
PLzza pi-zza is real pLzza. I t  has the
thickest r gooiest, cheesiest topping of
anyplace in town, made more interesting
by the nifty toppings such as eggplant
and other vegetables which you do not
see in other  restaurants.

DARK STAR PARK: 'ISTONEIIENGE IN
ARLING:IONI'

Next time you enter RosslYn on Fort
Myer Drive ( from Arl ington Boulevard)
look closely at the park just before
your descent into the cold formality of
Ross lyn ts  canyon arch i tec tu re .  I t I s  a
del ightful ly playful park which
features huge concrete ba1ls which look
like they might just roll down into the
huge concrete pipes lying downhill.
And there are some neat perspectives to
be seen by looking through the pipes,
which are precisely aimed to bring the
balls and some other things to Your
eye.  In  a l l ,  i t  fo rms a  n i f tY  bu f fe r
for  the formal i ty  of  Rosslyn 's  h igh
rise bui ldings, and an attempt to make
those formal bui ldings f i t  better into
warm, f r iendly Ar l ington.

But perhaps the neatest thing of al l
about Dark Star is the formation of
stone shafts which grrace the park at
the Arlington Boulevard end. Each
shaft is matched by a shadow laid out
on the ground at an exact ang1e. On
August  L,  1850,  the owners of  the
property signed a deed sel l ing i t  to
new owners, who cal led i t  Dark Star
Farm. (I t  had previously belonged to
the Ross family, who named it Ross Lyn
in the Scott ish style. That accounts
for the two s's in the name. ) To add a
druidic element to the park, the
shadows from the poles and the shadows
laid on the ground line up precisely at
9232 AIU every year on August 1st. A
few souls who apprecj.ate things druidic
congregate there on the appointed date
to see the magic happen. Come and see
if i t  real ly does ! August 1st is a
Saturday th is  year.  The Farmer 's
Market at the Courthouse is open before
and after 9 232 , so get out your bicycle
or car and do some Arlington exploring
in August .
