I t rs  hard  to  be l ieve  tha t  Ar l ing ton
receives only L7 .3 inches average
snowfal l  each year. The County spends
$500 ,000  pe r  yea r  c l ea r i ng  snow,  bu t  i t
never seems like enough on a snohr day
when tax day is months away. A recent
County pamphlet on snow had this to say
about shovel ing sidewalks :

I 'Pedestr ians increasingly need and
expect sidewalks to be cleared in
resident ia l  and business neighborhoods.
The County applauds cit izens and
propr ietors for  c lear ing s idewalks to
help their neighbors and customers
weather the storm. Sidewalks should be
cleared to the pavement ( so the sun can
mel t -he lp )  a t  leas t  one shove l ' s  w id th
wi th in  24  hours  a f te r  snowfa l l  ceases .
This makes i t  easier for people to walk
to school, the bus stop or Metro
stat ion,  or  business areas.  p lease
lend. a hand to elderly or disabled
neigtrbors who eannot clear their own
sidewalks, porches and steps--and, check
to see if they have enough food on
hand. tt

Over the past two months the Virginia
Power substat ion on Pershing Dr ive has
been dismant led.  Vi rg in ia Power
of f ic ia ls  report  that  a system change
has made th is  sma1l  substat ion
obsolete. The company has no plans yet
for  use of  the s i te r  i t  wi I I  remain
vacant with the high fence left  in
place.  At  some later  date i t  wi l l
probably be so1d,  according to Virg in ia
Power.

The s i te has L6,500 square feet  bounded
on two sides by wooded parkland
belonging to Arl ington County. For
th is  reason the Barcrof t  School  and
Civic League has brought the site to
the attention of the Arl ington County
Parks staf f .  The County Parks Div is ion
has assigned a staf f  person to
invest igate the possib i l i ty  of
purchasing the lot for addit ional park
space .

The County Parks Division evaluates
si tes for  purchase based on locat ion.
Si tes in the Metro corr idor  have f i rs t
pr ior i ty .  Second pr ior i ty  goes to
s i tes adjacent  to park land,  th i rd to
o the r  s i t es .

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RADON IS YOTTR SIIELTER RE,ilLLY STIELTERING YOU? by Tom Floyd

The word "shel ter"  has a comfort ing
sound, making us think of our homes and
other safe and secure p laces.  This is
why it hurts when we hear that our
homes are sometimes dangerous places.

Most  threats to our  shel ters have
always been wi th us--cr ime,  v io lence
wi th in  fami l ies ,  f i re ,  e tc .  ,  bu t  RADON
is  a  new  sca re :  i nv i s i b l e ,  i ns i d i ous ,  a
I i t t le  hard- to-bel ieve and hard to take
ser ious  Iy .

AI l  shel ters contain some radon.  I t  is
a  co lo r less ,  odor less  gas  tha t  escapes
natural ly  f rom the soi l  and seeps into
the shel ter .  We inhale radon af ter  i t
a t taches  i t se l f  to  dus t  par t i c les  in
the a i r .  Ins ide our lungs i t  begins to
produce lung cancer in some of  us,
having an ef fect  l ike smoking.

Last January in the Barcroft News I
said that  we Barcrof
heart ;  we may not  be in ser ious danger
f rom Radon.  I  fee l  a  l i t t le  more
cautious now. What has changed?
Unfor tunately we have only a l i t t le
more data about the occurrence of radon
in  Barcro f t ,  bu t  there  is  g rea ter
concern today about  i ts  heal th ef fects.
We only know of a few Barcroft
residents who have measured radon in
their homes or apartments. you should
prgbaplv do so. t t  is not eff i
Rel iable measur ing k i ts  can@t
in  many p laces .

The five Barcroft homes we know about
are on Abingdon,  Staf ford,  Taylor ,
Second and Sixth st reets.  AI I  had
radon  l eve l s  be tween  2 .0  and  3 .0
p i c o c u r i e s  p e r  l i t e r  ( p C L / L ) .  T h i s  i s
not  terr ib ly  h igh,  but  s t i l l  h igh
enough for concern. The Environmental
Pro tec t ion  Agency  has  se t  4 .0  pCi / I  as
the ' rac t ion  leve l t t  where  you shou ld
take steps to reduce the level of radon
in your shel ter .  Some specia l is ts  say
the EPA act ion level  is  too h igh,  s ince
breath ing  4 .0  pCi / I  i s  l i ke  smok ing
hal f  a pack of  c igaret tes a day.

What does this'  controversy mean to you
and me? First ,  you may be wise to lean
toward caution when the health experts
do not agree. The odds are in favor of
radon being more risky than the EpA has

thus far  announced,  but  even i f  not ,
why take unnecessary chances?

Second, ,  i f  your shel ter  measures in the
t t l o w e r "  I e v e 1 s  o f  l - . 5  t o  3 . 5  p C i / L ,
there is something you can do every day
that  costs very l i t t le .  You can open a
few windows each day for a short while
and br ing  in  some f resh  a i r ,  espec ia l l y
into basement areas.  My Norwegian-born
wi fe taught  me th is ,  for  in  Norway
where  i t f  s  a  lo t  co lder  than here ,  tha t
is what many do every day.

F ina I Iy ,  L f  your  she l te r  measures  above
t h e  E P A ' s  " a c t i o n "  I e v e l  o f  4 . 0  p C i / L ,
you should plan to spend some money on
changes to your house , oE try to have
your landlord do so.  Be carefu l  of
unscrupulous contractors when you do;  a
few may promote more expensive alter-
at i -ons than are needed.  Get  in f  ormat ion
f i rs t  f rom impar t ia l  au thor i t ies  !
