Last month we promised you an update on
the State Department 's  p lans for  i ts
share of  the Ar l ington HaI I  s i te.  But
approval  of  State 's  p lans by the
Nat ional  Capi ta l  Planning Commission
has been delayed to resolve a new
Arl ington County reguest to bui ld an
indoor recreat ion center  on the s i te.
You may have seen an art icle about i t
in the Jollqnal or the Sun, which have
sometimffiG our besE-sources of
informat ion on what  is  going on.

We understand from Community planning,
Housing and Development Director BiI l
Hughes that the County proposed a
center with swimming pools and handball
courts, and that the State Department
re jected the proposal .  The County d id
not  consul t  wi th Barcrof t  or  Alcova
neighborhoods before making the
proposal. (  Swimming pools sound great,
bu t  what  about  a  rec  center ' s  t ra f f i c?
I f  the east  s ide is  bui l t  up wi th the
new center, would State have to come
over to our west side to bui ld when the
f i rs t  expansion is  necessary? )
Meantime, Congressman Wolf stated at
the Civic Federation meeting February
7th that he would support the neighbor-
hoods, and that he had been responsible
for ki l l ing the previous County
proposal  to put  a t t f i re stat iont t  on the
west  (  Barc ro f t  )  s ide .  (  Barc ro f t r  s
representatives thanked him, although
we had always thought that the objec-
tions of the neighborhood the night we
packed the County Board room had some-
th ing to do wi th k i l l ing the proposal .  )

Another Arl ington HaII issue arose when
the State Department announced that it
favored ending the bicycle/pedestr ian
trai l  across the site at eui-ncy Street
instead of continuing on to Second
Street South and the Thomas Jefferson
Center. The shorter trai l  would be
much less usefu l  for  Barcrof ters,  and
BSCL President Pat Roach has sent a
Ietter to County Board Chairman Ellen
Bozman informing her that the BSCL
maintains i ts posit ion support j_ng the
Ionger trai l  as planned in the County's
Master Transportat ion p1an.

They also
noted, that other coillmunities who have
adopted such an ordinance end up not
enforcing i t .  They did not go beyond
that, but there is also the Problem
that someone who sliPs on a snow-
covered sid.ewalk and sues the home-
owner would also sue the County for not

enforcing the shoveling ordinance '

The County does encourage people to
shovel their sidewalks voluntari ly so

that school children and those who walk

to bus or metro are not forced to walk

in the street. And a county pamphlet

on the subject encourages al l  of us to

help out handicaPPed or eIderIY
neibhbors who can not shovel.

As a newcomer to the public schools
this year I  vowed to attend my f irst
Barcrof t  School  PTA meet ingr .  I  f inal ly
made i t  on January 24, when school
Superintendent Arthur Gosling cane to
speak briefly about upcoming renova-
t ions for Barcroft school and county-
wid.e issues such as the new middle
school concept and busing problems.

Mr. Gosl ing seems to be very aware of
the problems with the Barcroft school
faci l i ty. He stated that although the
cramped c lassroom sizes are wi th in
Iegal  guidel ines,  they cer ta in ly  are
not desirable and are not comparable to
other schools in the county. The good
news is that help is on the way!

Architects did a study of the school
and were able to identi fy which parts
of the bui lding are in good shape ( such
as the gym and mult i-purpose room),
which parts need a facel i f t  (  such as
the wing with Kindergarten and f irst
grades ) and which parts need to be
gut ted (much of  the or ig inal  LIZA
buildingr--with aII due respect to the
histor ical  aspects of  the or ig inal  4
room school. )  The school board is now
evaruating how the improvements wirl be
made and when. I t  would be handy i f  aII
of the work could be done in the
summertime, but Mr. Gosl ing explained
tha t  th is  i s  no t  poss ib le .

Karen Rogers informed me that many of
the students in the Barcroft school
d ist r ic t  at tend other schools.  I  wi I I
be interested to see i f  changes in the
busing progtram and an improved facir i ty
might bring more of the neighborhood
fami l ies back to Barcrof t  school .  I
hope that al l  parents have at least
observed at  Barcrof t ;  the school  has a
Io t  to  o f fe r .  I ' ve  heard  ne ighbors
describe Barcroft schoor as a nurturing
place,  I ike one big fami ly .  The school
has a very diverse populat ion which I
f ind very excit ing. This year the pTA
is making French and Spanish 1essons
avairabre to students. The schoor has
also opened a very popular frstoreff
where students may purchase supplies.

Now is the t ime for interested parents
and parents-to-be to give input as to
what they would l ike to see avai lable
at Barcroft.  A committee is meeting to
Iook at what is needed. For more
information contact Barcroft school
p r i nc ipa l  D r .  E l l en  Kahan  a t  553 -2333 .
We may end up with one of the best
fac i t i t ies in the county !
