fu the deadline for submitting the
lirst two projecrs under our Neighbor-
hood Conservation Plan came around,
the BSCL scrambled to get two proposals
in shape. The first one will rehabilitate
the park at Columbia Pike and Four Mile
Run Drive (on our side of the Pike). We
hope to have the County move the recy-
cling center to the other side o[ the Pike,
level the ground, and plant grass. The
Women's Club of Arlington will provide

ornamental plantings. We will also ask
Historic Affairs and Landmark Re-

Board to move [he "Barcroft" his-
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toric marker across the Pike to this site.
Rather than wait lor the County to act
on our request, we are planning a BSCL
volunteer effort Lo clear the weeds and
brush on the site in late November/early
December. lt may have already hap-
pened by the time you read this! Call the
Neighborl ine ar 521-l116 for detai ls.

The second project will upgrade the
County property at the curve where Per-
shing Drive becomes Buchanan Street (at

6th Srreet S.). The Plan identified this
area as needing a sidewalk for pedestrian
safety and landscaping to eliminate the
brush overflowing into the street. lt also
needs a cleanup and some work to im-
prove the walking trail leading down to
Four Mile Run. The trail will not be
paved, but the steep section at the top
will be improved for walking. lf this pro-
ject is not ready by the December dead-
line, we will substitute a request for im-
proving the intersection of Pershing
Drive, Wakefield Srreer, and 3rd Street.

Arlington's Oldest House
Where is Arlington's oldest house?

Well, it is not Arlington House, which
dates only from the early 1800s. Nor is it
(probably) the Dawson Terrace house,
which is much older (but nobody knows
exactly how old). lt is theJohn Ball
house, located just across Four Mile Run
in Glen Carlyn neighborhood.

John Ball, a fatmet, was an early
settler here. He built his house in L742,
with a roof of plain clapboards, presum-
ably because he did not have cedar
shakes. The real significance is that this
is the home of a settler of modest means,
like a present-day Barcrofter, not a plan-
tation owner's mansion.

In 1772 the house was passed down
to William Carlin, a tradesman who was
also George Washington's tailor. The
original roof was eventually covered with
a new one that was placed about a foot
above the original.

ln 1975 the Ball house was donated
to the Arlington County Historical Soci-
ety, which has designated it the Ball-Sell-
ers house and maintains it with a full-
time caretaker family. You can see the
inside of the house by calling 379-2123
for an appointment.

For a casual look at. the exterior, ride
your bike up the sreep hill to Glen Car-
lin and look for 5620 3rd Street S. On
the left wall, there is a glass window in
the siding boards that reveals the original
hewn logs underneath.

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Recycle Right!
Now that Barcroft has a nearby recycling

center, many of you have probably been
lyrng awake nights wondering, "What do I
have to son, and how do I have to prepare
recyclables for dumping in the bins?" The
Barcroft News can help you get back to sleep.

The Columbia Pike Recycling Center has
dumpsters with compartments for glass bot-
tles and jars, metal food and beverage cans,
some plastic bottles and jugs, and newspa-
pers and newspaper inserts (no junk mail!).
Obviously, the best way to go about sorting
these items is to set up separate receptacles
in your home so that you sort things as you
go. You have probably seen self-contained
multi-part units advertised in mail-order cat-
alogs. These are usually some sort of tubular
framework that holds up to three plastic
trash bags and reserves a space for stacked
newspapers. You can order one of these
handy-dandy items, or you can just use a
few wastebaskets.

But wait, there's more-here are some
recycling dos and don's from the Office of
the County Manager.

Do-
O Sort glass bottles andjars by color

(green, brown, and clear).
O Recycle all your metal food and beverage

cans.
O Recycle plastic bottles and jugs that have

a "l" or a "2" inside a triangle imprinted
on the bottom.

CI Bundle your newspapers in paper bags.
CI Remove bottle caps before recycling the

bottles.
6 Crush plastic jugs so they uke up less

space.
O Rinse cans and bottles to remove traces

of food.

O Recycle containers that have been used
to store toxic or hazardous materials (for
example, motor oil and other automo-
tive fluids, herbicides and pesticides,
medicine, or chemical cleaning prod-
ucts).

O Recycle styrofoam products.
6 Recycle light bulbs, drinking glasses,

wrndow or mirror glass, or cooking glass
(like Ppex).
