Lyon Park Marbled

Brownies

This recipe from the Lyon Park Citizen
would be a real treat if you made them for a
BSCL meeting. Each bar must have about 5,280
calories, and if you have to ask about the
cholesterol, just don't eat one!

Preheat oven to 350°. Grease and flour a 9”
x 13” pan. Prepare a family-size brownie mix
according to the directions and set aside. In a
second bowl mix 8 ounces of cream cheese, 1
cup sugar, "2 cup flour, 5 tablespoons of butter,
1 teaspoon of vanilla, and 2 eggs. Carefully
layer the dark brownie mix and the white mix
(there should be four layers). Take a knife and
gently swirl through the layers to create the
marbled effect. Bake 30 to 40 minutes. After
cooling, dust with powdered sugar and cut into
bars.
